All entries must be original, two-dimensional works
completed within the last two years. NOTE: 3-D
artists can apply for Palmetto Hands or the Outdoor
Sculpture Competition and Exhibition.

Entries accepted in five categories: Acrylic, Oil,
Drawing/Pastels, Watercolor, and in Mixed Media
(including photos, collage. No 3-D elements.)

Sponsors reserve the right to change an entry's
category if another category is more appropriate.

Applicant can enter any combination of categories, but
the maximum number of entries is three.

Entries must be framed or have finished edges, be
wired and ready for exhibition. No glass clip frames.
Maximum width 48" including frame.

$10 per entry is due at the time of drop-off. Entry fee
may be paid by cash, check, or money order, payable
to the City of North Charleston.

Sponsor reserves the right to reject any entry prior to
judging that does not meet the eligibility requirements
or is inappropriate for public exhibit.

Exhibition facilities have a professional security
system and the exhibition is monitored.

A 10% commission will be charged on all sales
resulting from the exhibit.

Sponsor reserves the right to use images of work
and/or exhibition for publicity.

By submission of entries, the artist accepts all
conditions set forth in this prospectus.

We are pleased to announce the Juror for this exhibition is
Leo Twiggs, 1981 recipient of the Verner Award for
outstanding individual contributions to the arts in South
Carolina. Mr. Twiggs was born in St. Stephen, SC. He
received his BA Summa Cum Laude from Claflin
University, a MA from New York University and his
doctorate in Art Education from the University of Georgia.
Twiggs was named Professor Emeritus at South Carolina
State University in 2000, where he developed the Art
Department and I.P. Stanback Museum. He is an artist in
his own right, creating beautiful pieces in the ancient batik
technique.
