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PROGRAM OVERVIEW

GOALS:

The City of North Charleston established the Cultural Arts Department to plan for and support
the arts and cultural activities throughout the entire community, to increase awareness, and to
make arts experiences available for the enjoyment of all residents and visitors to our city.

Statistics prove that children exposed to the arts benefit in so many wonderful ways and this
School Resource Program is our opportunity to bring the arts directly to the classroom at NO
COST to the school districts, the students, or their parents. Our goal is for each principal and
appointed school liaison or art teacher to use this School Resource Book as a tool to partner
with us. We are able to provide students with creative educational art experiences in their own
school setting through a simple request process.

Every eligible school may request one visit per school year from each of the three pro-
gram categories: Performing Arts, Literary €7 Storytelling Arts, and Visual Arts

In addition, there are various opportunities throughout the year for attendance of Children’s
Theatres at Sterett Hall on the Old Navy Base, visits to the North Charleston City Art Gallery,
Riverfront Park’s Sculpture Exhibition, City of North Charleston Public Art Collection, or partici-
pation in the North Charleston Arts Festival in May. After School Arts Enrichment and Recrea-
tion Activities continue to be offered and are available to thirteen elementary schools to in-
crease opportunities for students to experience the arts and sports in after school programs.

FUNDING SOURCES:

These programs are made possible through funding from the City of North Charleston and the
South Carolina Arts Commission, which receives support from the National Endowment for the
Arts, and the corporate community.

ELIGIBLE SCHOOLS:

The City is proud to offer these FREE artistic and educational programs each year to the
public schools located within the city limits of North Charleston. This includes all public
schools within the Cooper River District 4 of Charleston County and the eight Dorchester
County schools that are located within the City: Fort Dorchester High School, Fort Dorchester
Elementary School, Windsor Hill Elementary School, Eagle’s Nest Elementary, River Oaks Mid-
dle School, Oakbrook Elementary, Oakbrook Middle, and the new Joseph R. Pye Elementary
School.

CANCELLATION POLICY:

Once a booking is confirmed and under contract, cancellation or rescheduling of the agreed
date by the school for any reason other than an act of God (an inevitable, unpredictable, and
unreasonably severe event caused by natural forces without any human interference, and over
which an insured party has no control, such as an earthquake, flood, hurricane, lightning, snow-
storm) may result in the school’s forfeiting participation in the outreach program for that year.
