 If you elect to receive a grocery store gift card, at least ten people must participate in your CCS 
project. 

 The gift card is to be used ONLY towards the purchase of CCS supplies to help make the neighborhood’s

 Lowe’s gift cards must be used to purchase supplies for your event and cannot be used to purchase 
promotional supplies or volunteer incentive items.   

 Grocery store gift cards must be used for a neighborhood celebration event immediately following your 
CCS event.
